A structural engineer or architect
should approve this installation after
seeing the specification sheet for the
joists. Future cracking of the tiles
may occur if the structure has been
weakened by the holes.

Any deck attached to a house requires
footings below the frost line. National
Building Code states that anything
attached to the house must have an
appropriate footing.
